BODY/ATHLETICISM: Long thin frame. Good length. Plays bigger than measured. Lost a considerable amount of weight since transferring from Georgia Tech. Still needs to add some muscle. Good athlete for size. Needs to improve strength some. 
SHOOTING: Solid jump shot. Good form and rotation. Decent arc and lift. Looks very comfortable shooting. Has a soft touch. Has college 3 point range, and could develop NBA range. Good ft shooter 74%. Can use hook shot in post with either hand. Can make a floater in the lane as well.
POSITION OFFENSE: Very smooth offensive game. Has a good handle for a big man in the open court. Runs the floor extremely well. Can put the ball on the floor and drive. Scores at will in the post. Uses an array of moves. Scores with floaters and baby hooks with either hand. Loves quick spin moves when in post. Good interior passer, see’s court well when in post. Capable passer when double-teamed. Very effective in the pick and pop game. Sets effective screens. Can hit down open 3’s or mid range off the p/r. 
DEFENSE/REBOUNDING: Needs to improve awareness. Needs to work on quickness. Slow feet. Stiff high stance. Not a great on ball defender, p/r included. Does have active quick hands .8stl. He can recover well however. Does block shots, solid rim protector 1.5blk. Good weak side shot blocker. Solid rebounder. Boxes out very well. Will not elevate over players, but will keep the ball alive on glass. 
MISCELLANEOUS: Needs to add some muscle. His offensive game is very advanced. Solid shooter and will improve. Very tough to guard in the post. Needs to improve foot speed. Improving his foot speed will vastly improve his defense. Has very good hands. Can be an emotional player at times. 
OVERALL RATING: Carter is Maryland’s best post scorer. If he stays another year he could be a mid to late 1st round pick, that would be his ceiling. If he comes out early he looks more of a mid to late second rounder. He could go undrafted if he comes out this year. Carter’s stock is trending up as of now. He is a solid NBA prospect and would translate well. He would be a potential steal.
NOTE; After failing to impress in the NBA Summer League, Carter has signed a deal to play next season for Enel Basket Brindisi of Serie A of Italy.
